Program Overview 
Welcome to the         
Elementary program at 
Victory Christian 
School.  Our teachers 
provide a Christian  
basis for social and academic development.  
The focus of the elementary program is a   
phonics based approach used to develop 
early literacy skills which enables students 
to read independently by the time they 
leave grade 1.  Our elementary program is 
enhanced through computer use, music 
classes, second language instruction (grades 
4-6), and an emphasis on character        
development through a Biblical worldview.

In 
an environment of quality academics with 
acceptance, peace, security and discipline 
students will be trained, nurtured and          
challenged to become leaders in the world 
community.

About our Curriculum 
Victory Christian School follows the  
basic school curriculum for all grades as 
outlined by Alberta Education directives 
with a strong  emphasis on Christian 
principles.  A variety of Christian       
resources are used to supplement the  
Alberta Education curriculum. 
 

Students in grades 1-6 are given a strong    
foundation in reading, spelling, grammar, 
phonics, writing, and mathematics.  We also 
emphasize development in Science, Social 
Studies, Music, Art, French (grades 4-6), and 
Physical Education to further enhance and 
stimulate the children’s learning experience. 
 

The Language Arts program focuses on    
phonics, grammar, and writing throughout the 
elementary grades to ensure students have a 
strong language foundation. 
 

Bible classes which emphasize the development 
of strong Christian morals and values are taught 
twice a week.  An elementary chapel service is 
held weekly. 

 
Our Schedule 
Classes begin at 8:30am and  
dismiss at 3:05pm.   
 

Each day begins with pledges of 
allegiance, the singing of the   
national anthem, and morning 
prayer. 
 
 

 
Program Costs 
Victory Christian School is an independent  
Christian School, therefore, the Government of 
Alberta does not provide the full funding that is 
needed to ensure quality education for each child.  
To ensure that each student’s needs are met a 
tuition fee is charged.  10 or 12 month payment 
options are available, as well as discounts for  
subsequent children in a family.   
 

There is a $100 non-refundable application fee 
required when application forms are submitted.

Victory Christian School hires only accredited 
teachers who hold at minimum a Bachelor of 
Education Degree recognized in the Province 
of Alberta.

Each student is required to be in uniform, 
which is as follows:

Class Size 
Small class sizes are a key asset of Victory 
Christian School.  There is a low student-
teacher ratio which enables students to receive 
assistance and instruction from the teacher in a 
beneficial manner.  Classes range from 15-20 
students.

Registration begins on March 1st preceding the 
September of desired  enrollment.
